E.  In cooperative groups, start the process of deciding how the paragraph needs to be changed.


1.  Details on characters:  detective, victim, police, etc.



2.  Setting (hotel, house, trailer, apartment, house) and time



3.  Clues for the detective



4.  Condition of the room


F.  Using an outline, decide in your groups how you will revamp this paragraph.  Include 
 

     “photographs” of the crime scene.


G.  Compose a final draft of the story.  Judge each writing (simple rubric 3 great 1 weak).
